SZABO, ELIZABETH
This is an 83-year-old woman who was recently hospitalized with lung cancer, shortness of breath, pleural effusion, peripheral vascular disease, weight loss, osteoporosis, also history of bladder neoplasm and COPD. The patient also suffers from anxiety, shortness of breath and was admitted with above-mentioned symptoms along with severe abdominal pain. It was noted that the patient has extensive metastatic disease of her lung cancer. The patient has lost about 20 pounds in the past month or so. She is quite weak, sleeping most of the time. The patient has severe pain and family has requested no further hospitalization and for the patient to be cared for at home. The patient sleeps about 12 to 16 hours a day, is now bed bound, has a KPS score of 40%. Overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient is very much hospice appropriate especially after recent hospital stay and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
