ALVARADO, ENEDELIA
This is a 74-year-old woman with history of bone cancer. The patient is 74 years old, short of breath on oxygen at all times, now sleeping most of the time. She has severe pain with any kind of movement in a fetal position. She is sleeping most of the time (16-18 hours a day). The patient has a KPS score of 40%. She has lost 15 pounds in the past six weeks. Total ADL dependent, bedbound, bladder and bowel incontinent, eating very little hence the reason for the significant weight loss. She requires movement to reduce pressure on bony areas and to decrease chances of developing pressure ulcers which I believe are unavoidable and the patient will develop that if she lives long enough. She has severe weakness and as I mentioned and definitely meets the criteria for endstage bone cancer and is very much hospice appropriate, expected to live less than six months.
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
