MCCLEANDON, ROSE
Ms. McCleandon is a 76-year-old woman with history of Alzheimer's disease. She has become very difficult to understand. Her decline has left her with gibberish for speech. She lives with her daughter Michele who is the primary caregiver. The patient was recently hospitalized with aspiration pneumonia. During the hospitalization and before hospitalization has lost about 15 pounds. The patient appears to be in pain. At times only the response to verbal stimuli. She becomes very agitated in the evening, requiring lorazepam to help her rest. The patient also requires pain medication around the clock. The family has requested no NG and/or PEG tube feeding. The patient is only tolerating pureed diet but very little. This has been decreasing in amount on a daily basis. She takes Pedialyte from time-to-time. She is definitely bedbound. She is sleeping 20-22 hours a day. She is bladder and bowel incontinent and total ADL dependent. She has a KPS of 30% which is changed from previous KPS score of 40% because of her worsening condition and she is definitely hospice appropriate and expected to live less than six months.
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
