MILLER, DAVID
Mr. Miller is a 69-year-old gentleman with history of severe pain in his shoulder, history of disc disease, and recently underwent a CT of the chest which revealed presence of multiple lung masses. It was thought that he has recent cough and anorexia. His severe pain in the bone is related to the lung cancer that he is suffering from. He also suffers from angina, CHF, multiple stents in place, chronic shortness of breath, and history of tobacco abuse. The biopsy is confirmed the malignancy. The patient was started on treatment initially, but has not been able to follow up with the treatment because of complications, severe weight loss, and increased pain. The patient also has decided against any further treatment and would like to be placed in hospice at this time. He is found to be anemic and protein-calorie malnutrition with albumin of 2.9. Further PET scan showed that he is not a candidate for any type of curative surgery. The patient requires pain medication around the clock because of his metastatic bone disease and weight loss of 15 pounds in the past six weeks, weakness, shortness of breath at all times and becoming total ADL dependent. He is definitely expected to live less than six months and is very much appropriate for hospice care at home. He lives with his caregiver. He requires medication for pain around the clock. KPS score of 40% reported. Most likely he will die within six months.
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
