HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little boy here with cough, congestion. He has been running some fever. He did have the flu two weeks ago. He has been on Tamiflu. We are going to retest him again today; as a matter of fact, it was negative the flu test. He does appear to have sore throat, strawberry tongue, and red oropharyngeal area.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse mildly tachycardic because he seems to be upset as we approach him at 110. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.9. Oxygenation 100% on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: He does have bilateral tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. Strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu and strep tests, they were both negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Upper respiratory infection, otitis media, and acute pharyngitis. The patient will be given Rocephin 500 mg as an injection to be followed by amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. x10 days, 100 mL.
2. Also, Histex PD 0.5 mL three times daily p.r.n. as needed for cough, 15 mL.

3. Plenty of fluids, plenty of rest. I have taken sometime to talk to the mother. If she feels he is getting worse, then we definitely want him to be evaluated at the emergency room. I have reviewed all of this with her and she verbalizes understanding.
