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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 59-year-old white male that has end-stage renal disease. The patient is receiving hemodialysis three times a week and we are using a catheter that is in the right internal jugular vein. The referral for surgery for a permanent vascular access is going to be ordered.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is the main concern. He was recently admitted to the Advent Health Hospital because of the presence of COPD exacerbation. The patient was given antibiotics and steroids. The patient got compensated; however, the blood sugar is way out of control. The patient has been dealing with sugars of 300 or 400 and I am going to get in touch with Dr. Beltre’s office in order to obtain a referral for Hannah Campbell, APRN.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. The patient has chronic obstructive pulmonary disease status post right lower lobectomy related to malignancy that was 10 years ago. The patient quit smoking; however, he has emphysema.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

6. Hyperuricemia that has to be reevaluated.

7. Anemia related to CKD.

PLAN: We are going to reevaluate the case in two months without laboratory workup. We will followup the patient at the Kidney Center.
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
