CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left shoulder pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left shoulder pain is painful upon minimal exertion and the pain level is 4 or 5 and the patient has no history of shoulder injury. There is no radiation of pain to the hand.
The patient is also requesting refill on his steroid cream for his rashes.
