Dear Patricia:

The patient Annette Vasquez was seen in followup today. She reports occasional palpitation like a skip beat feeling. Since her initial consultation on February 23, this symptom has decreased significantly. She has no chest pain. No dizziness.

On exam blood pressure 116/76 mmHg and few minutes later it was 110/72 mmHg. Pulse 64 bpm. Cardiovascular system exam S1 and S2 are normal and no other significant finding. Respiratory system exam, lungs are clear.

Analysis: The patient blood pressure is control and cardiac status is stable. She is not on any medication at present.

On February 24, 2023, the patient had a coronary calcium score of zero. On February 24, 2023, the patient had a stress test where she exercised for 10 minutes on a Bruce protocol and she did not have any ST-T changes to suggest myocardial ischemia. No chest pain and no arrhythmias were noted.

On March 20, 2023, she had echocardiogram which did not show any significant abnormality. The patient’s ejection fraction was normal at 65% and ascending aorta diameter was at the upper limit of normal and it was 3.7 cm.
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Since the patient has improved symptomatically and her workup so far is negative so the patient was advised to return to you regarding future followup.
