QUINTANA, LORENZO
This is a 91-year-old gentleman on hospice with heart failure.
The patient is, as I stated, 91 years old, suffers from chronic heart failure, CHF, low cardiac output, shortness of breath, increased confusion and memory loss both because of his advanced age and related to his hypoperfusion of his brain related to atherosclerosis and congestive heart failure with decreased EF.

He is now sleeping more than 20 hours a day. He is bedbound for sure. He has a KPS score of 40%, requires ADL help with all ADL. No longer able to turn. He requires change in position every two hours to reduce bony pressure and reduce the chances of developing pressure ulcers. He also is bowel and bladder incontinent. He eats very little. He has to have pureed diet. He has lost about 7 pounds since last certification. He is weak with severe muscle wasting throughout and now beginning to have contractures about the hip and the knees bilaterally. The patient has definitely shown dramatic worsening of his condition and hence remains hospice appropriate and has most likely less than six months to live.
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
