Index finger, sutures in good repair. No erythema. No edema. He has full range of motion of DIPJ, MIPJ and PIPJ. Capillary refill less than 2 seconds. No edema. No erythema. No bleeding or discharge. No fluctuance. Mild tenderness to palpation of SI.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Laceration status post suture approximately 10 days ago, here for removal.
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PROCEDURE: Suture removal. Using forceps #11 blade. All sutures were gripped for me. Move back and forth to provide *_______* and with a #11 blade cut and removed. Sutures were removed with no complications. Site was then secured with Steri-Strip. The patient was educated about home care and advised to come back if he noticed swelling, redness and increased pain.
