History: She had sudden onset of severe pain in the right back and she thought of possibility of kidney stone. An ultrasound of abdomen did not reveal any stones. She had some lab work done that was essentially normal. On the medicines I prescribed her, antiinflammatory and steroid, the patient is 80% better with the pains; on a pain scale of 1-10, her pain level is only 2 and the patient states she slept well. She does not have hematuria. No rash has sprung up in the back suggestive of ______.
As her labs looked good and she has much less pain, she will keep up her regular followup appointment. No new medication was prescribed today. Overall, she is on a weight loss. She has insulin resistance and obesity and Ozempic has really helped her lose weight; she has lost more than 25 pounds. Her blood pressure and cholesterol both have much improved. She has chronic anxiety and uses alprazolam and we will see her in the office in a month.
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
