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NEW PATIENT EVALUATION

This is a strange evaluation. The patient got put on this new insurance and this is the Indigent Care. The patient tells me he has speech impairment problems. He has a speech that legible, but he has to make extreme effort to produce the words and the second problem he has been diagnosed by Dr Prihoda in the past is that he has Tourette syndrome. He states that he cannot hold a job because he gets frustrated and makes wrong comments. The patient states he also has low back pain and he has been told he has scoliosis. He brought papers of food stamps today and told me that if I did not fill it he could not get the food stamps. He lives with his sister. He states he did some Uber driving and ran into problems because he states couple of students under the influence of alcohol tried to open the door of the car or throw up in the car or pee in the car and he states he could not just handle that kind of problems and he stopped driving. He states he has problem with his right hand and that he cannot make a fist and it looks like that he had some atrophy of his thenar muscles. He states he drives using his left hand. Medications at home include amitriptyline 25 mg at bedtime. He states he started with Texas A&M Physicians. He went there for two weeks, but they would not fill his form for being on Medicare or get food stamps, so he came here. He states he is bisexual. He states his parents have disowned him. His sister works as an insurance agent and helps him with different things. Supposedly, he is on amitriptyline 25 mg a day. He is single. He does not smoke. He does not drink. I asked him if he was in any legal trouble and he stated he was. He states he was at the library and he ordered the book called Gender Acquire and he states this book is banned in Florida and he was trying to make those comments and wanted to read the book loud. He states he did check out the book, but because the librarian told him something, he cursed her by saying the F word, an incident report was made, he states he tried to apologize and he states the next thing he knows is she gets a letter from the county about his behavior. The patient states he barely finished high school with special Ed. He has done some work at Target or Walmart, but has not been able to keep up the job because he cannot handle, he states he does curse people mostly in their back when nobody is noticing them and he states he cannot control it.
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Physical exam is normal as in the chart except inability to make a fist with the right hand and he cannot make a closed fist.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Speech problem.

2. Tourette syndrome.

After today’s evaluation, knowing that this patient may need more help from a bigger clinic, I talked to Lilly at the Indigent Care and told her that HealthPoint would be the best place for him to be treated because of multiple *__________*.
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
