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Dear Dr. Gharagozlou:

I had the pleasure to see Elnaz today for initial evaluation for seizures.

CHIEF COMPLAINT
Seizures.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 27-year-old female, with chief complaint of seizure disorder.  The patient tells me that she has been taking seizure medications for the last five to seven years.  The patient tells me that when she is nervous, she would have these seizure episodes.  The patient tells me that she does not have any loss of consciousness.  As a matter of fact the last seizure that she knows was approximately seven years ago.  She tells me that she has been having seizure for seven years.  The patient tells me that she has ADD and OCD.  The patient tells me that she has been taking Celexa for her symptoms.  The patient denies any hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes.

The patient tells me that she is taking Keppra 500 mg half a pill a day.  There are no side effects from the medication.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

Seizures history.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

Keppra 500 mg half a pill a day.

ALLERGIES
The patient denies any allergies to any medications.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is single.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol. 
FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical condition.

DIAGNOSTIC TESTS

An EEG study was performed today.  The EEG study is normal.  There is no epileptiform discharges.  There are no spike or wave activities.  There is no status epilepticus.
IMPRESSION

Possible seizure disorder in the past.  The patient tells me that she has been seizure free for the last seven years.  She tells me that she has not had a seizure for the last seven years.  In the past, she tells me that when she is nervous, she would have a seizure.  From her description, nap sound like epileptic seizures.

The patient tells me that she has been seizure free for seven years.  She is only taking Keppra 500 mg half a pill per day.  The EEG study was normal today.

RECOMMENDATIONS
Recommend the patient to discontinue Keppra.  She is on very small dosage as it is.
1. Explained to the patient if she has any more seizures, let me know immediately.

2. The patient also tells me that she is on OCD and ADD medication.  The patient tells me that she has been taking Celexa.

3. Recommend the patient if she has seizure, to let me know immediately.  Otherwise, I will follow up with her on 05/22/2023.
