CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical exam for diagnostic cerebral angiography.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was found to have right vertebral occlusion and he was seen by neurosurgery at that time. The patient was stabilized and sent home and then he is scheduled for outpatient diagnostic cerebral angiography by Dr. Heiferman. The patient had preoperative labs and his creatinine was 2.0 and also the patient had a history of hypothyroidism and he is on midodrine and the patient is going to have cardiac as well as nephrology clearance.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for stroke and he is on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day as prescribed by neurologist.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and he is on midodrine 2.5 mg one tablet three times a day as per the cardiologist.
The patient has a history of acute gastritis and he is on omeprazole 20 mg once a day on empty stomach as needed.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he is on medical leave. The patient never smoked cigarettes or used any drugs. His alcohol use is one beer three or four times a week.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any carotid bruits or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
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HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGIC: The patient has significant vertigo especially on changing the position or standing up, but the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
