Mr. Albright is a 79-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter as well as hypothyroidism management. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, and epilepsy; however, he has been seizure free for about three years. For his hypothyroidism, he is currently on levothyroxine 50 mcg daily. He reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue and occasional mood swings. The patient reports sinus drainage and some dyspnea on exertion for which he is followed by cardiology. The patient had an FNA biopsy of the dominant nodule of his multinodular goiter on 07/11/2022 with benign pathology.

Plan:
1. For his multinodular goiter, the patient had an FNA biopsy of the dominant nodule on his thyroid gland measurements unknown at this time. The date was 07/11/2022 and the results were benign.

2. I have ordered a current thyroid ultrasound to delineate his thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodule changes compared to the previous study.

3. I have also ordered a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

4. For his hypothyroidism, we will recommend continuing levothyroxine 50 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to his return.

5. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

6. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

7. Followup with primary care provider, Mr. Zack Dominguez.
