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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 78-year-old white female that is CKD stage IV. During the last visit, the serum creatinine was 2.73 and the BUN was 42 with an estimated GFR of 13. The laboratory workup that was done on 04/04/2023, the creatinine went down to 2.2. The patient had normal serum electrolytes. The BUN is 10 and the estimated GFR from 17 went up to 22. This patient underwent a resection of the colon that was found positive through the PET scan and has been recovering progressively.

2. The patient has anemia. This anemia is treated at the Cancer Center by Dr. Yellu. This time, the patient has a hematocrit of 24 with a hemoglobin of 8.9. She said that she was given a Procrit injection yesterday and they are going to continue rebuilding the blood and she has an appointment every two weeks at the Cancer Center to be evaluated for the anemia.

3. The patient has hyperuricemia that has improved.

4. Hypertension that has been under control. The blood pressure is 132/69. The body weight is 107 pounds. The current BMI is 32.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is treated with the administration of lovastatin.

6. Celiac disease. The patient takes azathioprine.

7. Primary insomnia. We are going to discontinue the use of Xanax and we are going to put her on Ambien 10 mg every day. Prescription was called to Publix South.
We invested 10 minutes of the time reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
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
