PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. She is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse within normal limits. Respirations 16. Temperature afebrile Oxygenation 99%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Extraocular movements are within normal limits and intact bilaterally. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

LABS: Today, include a flu test and a strep test. They are both negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough. The patient will receive Bromfed DM 7.5 mL q.i.d. p.r.n. cough, 120 mL. She is going to get lots of fluids and rest and she will return to the clinic or call if needed.
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
