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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 85-year-old white female that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD IIIA. This patient has maintained adequate kidney function. Latest laboratory workup shows a creatinine of 1 with a BUN of 21, sodium 137, potassium is 4.3, CO2 is 25 and calcium 9.9 and bilirubin 0.5. The protein creatinine ratio on 04/03/2023 was 486 mg and has been between 300 and 500 mg/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today at the time of the visit was 124/64. We are going to continue the same treatment.

3. The patient has gastroesophageal reflux disease that is without exacerbation.

4. The patient was found with a lung cancer in the left side. This is the same side that she has the pacemaker for the sick sinus syndrome. The patient has been evaluated by Dr. Bollinger with the purpose of radiation therapy; however, since the patient has a pacemaker in that area either it has to be moved to the right side. She went to see the cardiologist that is electrophysiologist and they are considering the possibility of placement of intracardiac pacemaker. After the placement of the pacemaker, the patient will receive radiation therapy as well as chemotherapy. Dr. Ahmed is following her.

5. The patient has a history of left breast cancer that is in remission.

6. The patient has history of uterine cancer when she was in the 20s and she had a hysterectomy at that time.

7. The patient is underweight. Today, she weighs 84 pounds. We discussed the diet because the BMI is 14.5. She has to increase the total caloric intake in order to be able to go through the radiation therapy and chemotherapy. We are going to reevaluate this case in four months with laboratory workup.
