Her PHQ-9 score was as high as it could be. She states she feels life is not worth living, but will not do anything to harm herself. The patient had similar situation two weeks ago. She is all on maximum medicines for depression. The patient has already seen a psychiatrist because of her problems. The patient has been advised ECT. However, they would like to try TMS treatment first. I have told my staff to start working on getting approval for her to get TMS treatments. The patient is agreeable to that. She is not agreeable to going to Houston for a psychiatric hospital and get ECTs. The patient’s other problem is postherpetic neuralgia. The daughter requested a B12 injection and something that she would get energy and active hydration was advised along with B complex 1 cc.
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
