REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 123/76.

Pulse is 80.

Respirations 18.

Finger on right hand there is a raised area that is nontender with localized erythema well marginated circumscribed erythema it looks like central clearing.

SKIN: No abrasions, no lacerations, no vesicles or bullae.
HEENT: Normal.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: No guarding. No distention. No visible peristalsis.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities with no discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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LABORATORY DATA: Labs are drawn. Today, labs include Lyme titer.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Tick bite.

2. Localize erythema.

3. Erythema chronicum migrans.

PLAN: The patient to be discharge with the following medications: Doxycycline 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 30 days #60. She was given the opportunities to ask questions, she states she has none.
