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1. CW, 2-year-old child who swallowed a coin. X-ray of the abdomen and chest showed the coin to be in the abdomen, nothing in the lungs. Mother was happy with the care received. The child is doing fine.
2. LK, 51-year-old woman complaining of foot pain and leg pain after she was hit by the fridge. X-rays negative. Treated with Toradol and Motrin. She left a bad number in the emergency room, could not get in touch with her.
3. NC, is a 42-year-old woman with possible head injury after she fell off the stairs. CT of the L-spine and C-spine and head were negative. She was treated with baclofen and Motrin. She was happy with the care received. She is still having some neck issues and head issues, but otherwise doing much better.
4. KC, is a 20-year-old woman seen with fever, difficulty breathing, cough, congestion, headache, tachycardic, and afebrile. Workup negative. Chest x-ray was not done, but all swab tests were negative. Sent home with Z-PAK and Zyrtec. The patient is doing better, happy with the care received.
5. EZ, 5-year-old child swallowed a metal ball. Vitals stable. No respiratory distress. X-rays showed the foreign body to be in the stomach. Ne one answered the phone, but the patient was sent home without any issues or problems.

6. EC, 66-year-old gentleman complaining of chest wall pain, two days ago had CT of the abdomen and chest done. His pain is related to coughing. He has been coughing a lot lately and wanted Tylenol with Codeine. Dr. A gave him Toradol in the ER and Motrin at home. He is actually doing better. His cough is better. He is not short of breath. There are no other issues or problems going on with the patient as he described his condition to me. He was happy with the care received.
7. LR, is a 25-year-old male with knee pain, effusion, uric acid 7.4, and x-rays negative. Treated with allopurinol and indomethacin. In gouty arthritis, please consider both Decadron and Toradol injection since they work almost instantaneously and consider steroids on outpatient basis. The phone number that was left in the ER was a bad number.
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8. MU, is a 61-year-old woman who lost consciousness after she was hit on the head walking her dog. CT showed scalp contusion. She was sent home with Tylenol and closed head sheet. Ne one answered the phone today.

9. LT, is a 10-year-old female with ankle pain. X-rays negative of the foot and ankle. She also had a terrible allergic reaction, treated with benadryl and prednisolone at home. Mother was very appreciative of Dr. A’s care.

10. LK, 63-year-old woman missed dialysis twice last week, was told to come get a potassium stat. Potassium normal. Kidney function is elevated. No rub heard. She had dialysis today. She said everyone was so nice, promises not to miss dialysis sessions again.
11. DH, is a 39-year-old male with ankle pain. X-rays showed sprain. No fracture. Treated with Motrin. He is already better. He was appreciative of the care.

12. RM, 38-year-old pregnant, cramping, lower abdominal pain. Left without being seen. She states the wait was too long and she went to Kingwood, but doing fine now.

13. AW, 21-month-old baby with thumb infection because of sucking on her thumb, already treated with clindamycin or some kind of antibiotic p.o. and has dermatitis. Mother thought this might be more infection, but there is no sign of infection. It is just dermatitis and Dr. A discussed ways to get him to stop sucking his thumb. They were happy with the care received.

14. EA, is a 19-year-old here who was bitten by a rat in a horse barn, was given Augmentin, Puncture wound noted. Left message for the patient to call me back.

15. BJ, is a 26-year-old with anal pain. The patient left without being seen and did not answer his phone.
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
