History: Ms. Ella Jiminez is a pleasant white female who does part-time work at a sweet shop closer to our office where they make pies and Ms. Ella Jiminez had a diagnosis several years ago of pseudomyxoma peritonei. I had found her to be somewhat anemic on her last visit in February for which time I referred her to Dr. Floyd who is a cancer doctor for recheck because then I was concerned about recurrence of cancer. Dr. Floyd then referred her to Baylor College of Medicine, Dr. Eugene Choi in Houston and they ran some tests and it looks like the patient is not certain, but the message she felt was that they are going to get in touch with her and that it looks like that she may have had recurrence of cancer that is one part. The second problem is patient saw me and had a problem with lump in her right breast. She tells me several years ago she was diagnosed with a lump in her right breast and Dr. Richard Smith was her doctor and he told that it was a cyst and he could drain it, but she did not opt for it.

Physical Examination: Examination today reveals an irregular partly mobile mass, I would say about 2-3 cm and seems fixed to the breast tissue partly. There is no change in the nipple.

The patient is due for mammogram on 05/02/23, today being 04/18/23, so I have sent the patient for bilateral diagnostic mammograms and a right breast ultrasound. I sent this paper with these kinds of x-rays because there is always confusion with St. Joseph as to what they need when there is a need for ultrasound and Jordan their chief head person who is handling the ICD coding and what to do told me that if it is within 90 days of mammogram, then they like to bilateral diagnostic mammograms and a right breast ultrasound and I also talked to one of the physicians there and he stated he would not be a good person to ask what to order, but just to talk to the staff and he connected me to Jordan, the head staff who told me what to do and hope my patient does not get a run around. I told them that we do not want our patients to get run around because the mammography center gives us the most run around I ever get. She states she understood and will make sure that this patient does not get a run around and she took the patient’s name also. So, the patient was told this and we will keep a strict followup of the mammogram results. I will see her in the office in two weeks. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
