CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient comes in complaining of breakdown in the stomach, bilateral arms, left side of the body, arm and neck and the rash is red and itchy and also complains of left-sided tooth abscess.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 76-year-old woman comes in today with a rash as was described of the location above. She has not been on any new medication.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism, hypertension, bladder infection, and diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsils, carpal tunnel and anterior discectomy with fusion C4-C7 and cholecystectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Losartan; has been on it for sometime, 100 mg in the morning and 50 mg in the evening.
ALLERGIES: LEVOFLOXACIN.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No recent travel. No recent food. No recent medication. The rash just appeared one day and is getting worse despite taking Benadryl.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is awake. She is alert. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 153 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 88. Blood pressure 134/70.

HEENT: Oral mucosa shows dental caries.

NECK: No JVD. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Faint maculopapular rash noted about the skin of the locations noted above. The rash does blanch.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Rash is consistent with scabies.

2. Dental caries.

3. Treat with Z-PAK.

4. Treat with Elimite 5% as directed with instruction.

5. Come back and see me in a week if not improved.

6. The patient has a regular PCP that she sees regarding her maintenance exam, blood pressure issues and blood work on regular basis.
