SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate. Actually, he is sleeping in his wheelchair.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has intellectual disability, history of seizure disorder. The patient is on Keppra and he also has other problems such as gastritis, osteoporosis and such.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in wheelchair, again sleepy.

Eyes/ENT: Grossly unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: He has a feeding tube.

Extremities: Did show muscle wasting.

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LABS: The most recent I have it from the supporting living center his CBC, WBC 11.9, hemoglobin 14.8, hematocrit 45.8, platelet count 445,000 that was from March 2, 2023, and then ferritin was slightly low at 9.6.

DIAGNOSIS: No recent CBC, however the one from March shows slight thrombocytosis mostly reactive and also low ferritin.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I will request them to fax me recent CBC if there is any and because of low ferritin might supplement low dose iron and we will glad to see the patient in three months.
