Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with early bronchitis.
PLAN: The patient is given Bromfed DM and azithromycin antibiotic. Follow up as needed.
