CC: Loss of tooth.

HPI: A 98-year-old who over the past several months has had episodic loss of a tooth here or there of both upper and lower jaws. This occurred at breakfast today. Staff noted it as opposed to the patient having any awareness. She denied any pain. There was no bleeding and the patient’s dementia is to advance to be able to give information as to discomfort. She was lying in bed very nice and cozy, but calling out for her mother, which she does frequently. Tonight there was a storm and patients had to move to storm shelter so kind of upset everybody who was already down and resting for the night and she was one of them.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, CKD IV, HTN, hypothyroid, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d., docusate q.o.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Norco 5/325 mg t.i.d, levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d, omeprazole 20 mg h.s., Senna h.s., Lasix 40 mg MWF, and FeSO4 Elixir q.d.

DIET: Regular.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Elderly female resting comfortably and calling out for her mother making eye contact doing so.
HEENT: Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Supple. I tried to get her to open her mouth. She did not seem to understand and was not cooperating, but she has several teeth that have fallen out with gum healed without difficulty and there was no evidence of bleeding or any discomfort.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She stretches her arms out and grabs my hand. She has fairly good range of motion with her arms. She has no lower extremity edema. She can slightly reposition herself and generally requires assist with transfers and transport in her manual wheelchair.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x1. She will make eye contact. She is very sweet and will hold her hand and patted and she repeats calling for her mother.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Loss of tooth. This is one of a few now that have fallen out just spontaneously during mealtime and the tooth was retrieved. She did not swallow it and does not appear to have any discomfort. Her diet will be modified to compensate as needed.
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
