CC: Left ankle swelling with pain.

HPI: An 83-year-old who was lying in bed but awake when I came in and I told her that I wanted to check her left foot because I was told she had pain with swelling. She gave me a surprised look and said that she did not have any pain and had not said to anyone she did. She said that it was okay to examine her when asked.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Resting comfortably. She is alert and cooperative.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Left ankle there is no specific pink, redness or warmth to palpation. There was no evidence of tenderness or pain. When I asked her if she could move it back and forth she wiggled it and did not appear uncomfortable.

NEUROLOGIC: She made eye contact. Speech is clear. She will be feisty and say what she needs and disagrees.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Question of left ankle swelling with redness. Not evident tonight and the patient denied any pain and she had been observed getting in around propelling her manual wheelchair with both feet as usual. The patient has p.r.n Tylenol and diclofenac that can be applied to the area.
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
