CC: X-ray followup.

HPI: A 93-year-old who had right rib films done after having had a fall and hitting the right side of her ribs against a hard surface. She did have some bruising and discomfort so given her age x-ray done and reviewed today. She states that from the time she told me about what happened to now there is diminished discomfort all around.

DIAGNOSES: Senile frailty, Afib, CAD, HTN, hypothyroid, GERD and hiatal hernia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/05/23.

ALLERGIES: Coumadin and Reglan.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and able to give information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has a hunched posture. Uses a walker for distance and has a wheelchair that she can propel. No LEE. Palpation right shoulder, upper chest wall and right rib area with minimal evidence of discomfort.

SKIN: Warm and dry with no bruising.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right rib pain post fall. CXR. Right ribs normal alignment. No evidence of fracture and soft tissue abnormality. She was reassured.
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
