CC: Increased weakness, general malaise and staying in room for meals though today was seen in the dining room seated at a table with other residents.
HPI: The patient has COVID tested negative x3. Her POA brought in Allegra and request that she has an order for 180 mg daily. The patient stated that she was feeling better and could not be any more specific. She did not really have any comment about the weakness or see anything of concern that she wanted to stay in her room for few days. She appeared back to her spunky self when speaking today.
DIAGNOSES: Question of weakness with malaise, negative for infections of concern, chronic allergies requests order for Allegra, left shoulder pain related to proximal humeral fracture two months ago.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/15/23 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN, BACTRIM and CIPRO.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Petite elderly female seated in the dining room, able to make her needs known.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Seated in her wheelchair. She is to be transported back as she cannot propel like given her right humeral fracture and has no LEE. She weight bears.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Clear speech. She smiled and appeared to be in good spirits and was able to give information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Increase left shoulder pain. Norco 7.5/325 mg. She currently receives one-half tablet 8 am and 8 p.m. I am increasing her h.s. dose to a full tablet and continue at half-tablet q.a.m.

2. Allergies. Allegra 180 mg q.d. written. This is actually more than she needs. Once we get over with the hope of thinking she has got allergy issues then will do half dose.

3. Concerns about malaise. She has not had lab in some time so CBC and CMP ordered.
