HPI: An 88-year-old seen in room. I asked her about dizziness and she acknowledged that she had had some yesterday and it has resolved. She had an ophthalmology appointment and thinks that she was given something ocular that had led to dizziness. She had no nausea, chest pain, palpitations or anything else. Today, she has eaten at her baseline with good fluid intake. She was in her room enjoying watching the storm that was approaching and no complaints.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dizziness has resolved without intervention. She is not sure the etiology, but thinks it may be related to an ophthalmology appointment which she also had drops in her eyes with dilation, etc. I do not know the outcome of that visit as to whether anything needs to be done.
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
