CC: Red eyes.

HPI: A 99-year-old seen in room. She got up close to me and opened her eyes wide. Both eyes are red. There is also redness with edema of upper lids and some redness of her lower lid. She states that she has had some drainage that she has to clean her eyelashes. She denies any pain or a change in her vision that she does not like her eyes looking so irritated. Otherwise, she is feeling well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and unable to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 150/82, pulse 75, temperature 97.7, and respirations 16.
HEENT: Injected conjunctiva. Bilateral erythema and edema of upper and lower eyelids. No evidence of matting on her lashes. Nares are patent. No frontal or maxillary sinus tenderness to percussion.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x2 to 3. Speech is clear. Gives information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Bilateral conjunctivitis with blepharitis. Erythromycin ophthalmic ointment 0.5% a thin ribbon to both eyes a.m. and h.s. with a thin-film to both eyelids and lower lids x1 week.
2. Bilateral lower extremity edema. This is much improved and the patient states she has to pee much so I am changing her torsemide to only 20 mg q.d. four days a week and I will follow up in a couple of weeks.
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
