CC: 90-day note.

HPI: A 73-year-old with end-stage Alzheimer’s disease and Parkinsonism seen in day room. She is in a Broda chair which is generally kept reclined as she tries to lean forward. She was awake, looks about confusing at times frightened. There were a couple of random words that she said, but otherwise not able to give information. There have been no falls or other acute medical events this quarter. The patient is dependent for assist on 6/6 ADLs. If uncomfortable, she can grimace or she will make sounds that indicate same and staff attends to it.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s disease, Parkinsonism, anxiety/depression and OA.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., BuSpar 15 mg b.i.d., and Cymbalta 20 mg b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with chopped meat and crush med order.

HOSPICE: Valir.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is lying quietly in her Broda chair. She looks about randomly.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/94, pulse 85, temperature 96.0, respirations 20, and weight 130.6 pounds which is stable when compared to 10/20/22 weight of 131 pounds.

HEENT: She has decreased neck stability reason for Broda chair in part. She lies comfortably, can move her head side to side, but generally keeps it toward the left. Conjunctivae are clear. Moist oral mucosa.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R. or G.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She lies with flexion of the knees and slightly at her hip. Kind of squirms around in her wheelchair. She is non-weightbearing, a full transfer assist.
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NEURO: Dependent on full staff assist for 6/6 ADLs, unable to communicate needs, generally compliant, has had some increase in dysphagia which is dealt by adjusting diet and crush med order.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Social. Daughter is made aware of mother status. She checks in with her periodically.

2. General care. CMP and CBC ordered.
