CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 80-year-old seen in room he was sitting in his wheelchair in the kitchen facing the wall at a diagonal. When he saw me he started making noises that like he was trying to speak but it was garbled. He was sitting out. He appeared initially a little bit confused and then realized that it was myself and the nurse coming to see him. He had evidence of drool that was front of his sweatshirt which was still wet and his speech appeared garbled. He was unclear whether he had just gotten up. He told me that he had been sleeping in his wheelchair, but did not know if he was there in the kitchen or in the living room. He denied any chest pain or palpitations and no shortness of breath. The patient had annual labs that were drawn and that were reviewed on 04/11. Today we were reviewing his A1c, which was pending.

DIAGNOSES: DM-II, HTN, CAD, gait instability in wheelchair, history of CVA with residual expressive aphasia, mild dysphagia and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Per 04/11 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: NCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient bit confused and groggy initially, became more clear with time but it took some time, able to voice need and knew who I was. Orientation x2.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/76. Pulse 54. Temperature 97.2. Respirations 14 and O2 sat 97%.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. He has a soft SCM.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Obese, he is in his manual wheelchair which now he has to be transported and he requires transfer assist.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. DM-II. A1c is 6.5. When last checked on 12/30/22 it was 7.8 so improvement. He is on Actos 30 mg q.d. and will continue.

2. Hemorrhoids. The patient after talked about his DM-II wanted me to know that he had hemorrhoids and he moved his hands wide open stating that they felt like that and he wanted something for them.

3. DM-II. A1c 6.5. No change in current medications.

4. Hemorrhoids. The patient deferred me examining them so Preparation-H cream that the patient can keep in room to apply to periarea a.m., 2 p.m. and h.s. until discomfort decreased and then p.r.n.

5. Tux wipes also to be kept in room and use post BM to clean area.
6. The patient also deferred having staff help him with the application of cream above.
