CC: Fall followup.
HPI: A 93-year-old who had a fall in his room earlier today. He was in his recliner pushed his pendant to call staff but he is very impatient and then just went ahead and got up on his own to go to the bathroom and ended up falling and landing on the floor. He denied hitting his head and talking to him about waiting until somebody helps him. He is quiet, but also very impatient and likely will do the same thing again. He had gone down stairs to an activity, watched a movie and then came back up and was happy when they brought him a mid-afternoon snack. Behaviorally out in the facility. He is appropriate and has decreased his negativity directed toward staff.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia, gait instability with multiple falls, HTN, hypothyroid, DM-II, OAB, and bilateral LEE neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from last note.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall followup, no injury. Encouraged again to give staff some time to get to him.
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
