CC: Letter of incapacity.
HPI: An 81-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease who is pleasant and cooperative, is seen today. Her son/POA Brian Todd has requested a letter of incapacity regarding financial matters so that he can handle taxes and other financial matters that are currently needing attention. Speaking with the patient it is clear that she needs assistance with both health and financial on matters, placement here is part of that.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, TMJ, HTN, GERD, peripheral neuropathy, hypothyroid and lower extremity DVT.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 80 mg h.s., Tegretol 100 mg b.i.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., Vasotec 10 mg q.d., Nexium one tablet q.d., gabapentin 100 mg a.m. and h.s. and 200 mg midday, levothyroxine 8 mcg q.d., Namenda 10 mg h.s., Toprol 25 mg b.i.d., and B12 1000 mcg q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN and CODEINE.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is pleasant and alert, she was verbal, but some of it was just random and out of context.
CARDIAC: She had regular rate and rhythm. No murmur, rub or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear without cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
NEURO: Orientation x2. She is speaking quickly and randomly and I told her that I was just checking on her did not tell her why. Orientation to self and general location.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Alzheimer’s disease with progression. Her orientation and memory deficits have decreased.
