CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Right ankle pain.

2. Palpitation.

3. Increased weight.

4. Followup of fatty liver.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 51-year-old gentleman who comes in today with severe pain right ankle. No history of trauma reported.
The patient has had a history of gout a few years ago and also has been seen by his urologist with a history of kidney stones in the past and was told that he may need to recheck his PET scan because he did have renal cyst at one time or another. He has never done that before. He is concerned about palpitations from time-to-time. He has had severe pain in his lower legs. He has had no hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Kidney stones and gallbladder surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Vitamins only.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes. He does not drink alcohol. He works as an operator. He has been married 25 years. He has been in this country for 30 years. He has four children.
FAMILY HISTORY: No cancer. Positive for hypertension. Positive diabetes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is in pain because of right ankle pain.

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.5. Weight not recorded. Respirations 16. Pulse 75. Blood pressure 129/82.

NECK: No JVD. 
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LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. There is redness and heat about the right ankle.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
X-ray of the right ankle is negative. Ultrasound of the right ankle and right leg demonstrates no DVT and patent vessels.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Gout.
2. Check uric acid.

3. Check blood work.

4. Check kidney function and liver function.

5. Check hemoglobin A1c.

6. Check blood sugar.

7. History of BPH. Prostate appears to be enlarged. No significant change from a year ago.

8. Palpitations appeared to be related to the patient’s condition and the pain that he is in. Otherwise, his echocardiogram shows no changes from a year ago.

9. He does have what looks like a renal cyst and we are going to check his CT of the abdomen and pelvis per request of the urologist.

10. Today, he received Decadron 8 mg, Toradol 60 mg and then Motrin 800 mg at home and Medrol Dosepak.

11. CT of the abdomen and pelvis ordered without contrast for now.

12. BPH noted.

13. Carotid ultrasound shows no significant stenosis with family history of stroke.

14. Come back in one week to go over blood work.

15. If not better tomorrow, to call me.

16. If develops fever, chills, or any other symptoms, to let me know right away.

17. Findings were discussed with the patient and wife before leaving.
