Dear Dr. Jinu:

This is a followup for Mr. Robords with chronic kidney disease, remote history of minimal change nephropathy without activity, prior right-sided nephrectomy for renal cancer 2002 without recurrence.  Last visit in October.  No hospital visits.  Feels well.  Extensive review of system is negative.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No foaminess of the urine.  Urine clear without cloudiness or blood.  Has prior prostate cancer with radiation treatment many years back without recurrence.  No localized bone or joint tenderness.  Denies claudications symptoms or discolor of the toes.  Denied chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  I will highlight the ACE inhibitor enalapril as the only blood pressure medicine and cholesterol treatment.

Physical Exam:  Today blood pressure 100/58 on the right sided and 120/62 on the left.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  No facial asymmetry.  Breath sound decreased on the right base but is minor probably from prior right-sided nephrectomy surgery. Otherwise no rales, wheezes, consolidation or pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia, pericardial rub or gallop.  No abdominal distention, ascites, tenderness or masses.  No edema.  No gross neurological deficits.
Labs: Chemistries creatinine 1.7 in April.  GFR 42 stage III.  Electrolyte, acid base and nutrition and calcium, phosphorous and PTH normal.  Normal white blood cells and platelets.  Mild anemia 13.2.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Right-sided nephrectomy renal cancer without recurrence.

2. CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.

3. Remote history of minimal change nephropathy without recurrence.

4. Blood pressure is stable.  Normal to low.  Continue enalapril.

5. History of prostate cancer on radiation treatment.  I am not aware of recurrence.

6. No activity in the urine for blood, protein or cells.  Normal albumin.

7. Come back in nine months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
