History: Ms. Rincon is a pleasant 70-year-old white female who has had multiple medical problems including:

1. History of stroke affecting left upper arm.

2. History of hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Hypothyroidism.
The patient lives by herself and is able to manage and uses a walker for ambulation. She states she uses the Brazos Transit for coming. Her med list reviewed and reconciled. She states today she has pain in her right groin, basically the right hip and feels her right leg is going to buckle and she will fall and she specifically points to her anterior right hip. The patient is advised x-ray of the hip. To note, the patient did have cervical cancer in the past and received some radium implants and the patient was seen by gynecologist again and found to have vaginal cancer. The patient was then referred to another specialist in Woodlands, Texas and the patient had some surgery and radiation done. She was under care of Cancer Center as well as the gynecologic oncologist in Woodlands and the last report we got was she is totally cancer-free. This hip pain seems to be new. I have ordered the x-ray. I have advised her she states her appointment with the gynecologist is in June, which is not far. The patient did not want any pain medicines at this time, so we will await the x-rays and I will see her in the office in a week. So, the new problem that has developed is the right hip pain and she does have history of cancer. She does have osteopenia and takes Fosamax.
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
