History: Ms. Barbara Degelia was seen today. She is 85 years old. She came by herself to the office. She still drives. She is doing well. Her medication list was reconciled. I discussed her labs and found out that the patient had slightly low platelet count. The patient was on aspirin three times a week. I advised her to reduce the aspirin to just twice a week. The patient has not had any further bleeding or anything. She sees Dr. Colato for her atrial fibrillation. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
I reviewed the visit of Dr. Colato of 03/29/23 and the patient’s heart problems are:

1. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation ICD-10 code I48.0.

2. Essential (primary) hypertension I10.

3. Nonrheumatic aortic (valve) insufficiency I35.1.

4. Varicose veins of bilateral lower extremities.

5. Pulmonary hypertension.
Dr. Colato felt the patient had normal coronary arteries on left heart catheterization in May 2020. The patient has pulmonary hypertension. The right ventricular systolic pressures are about 70 mmHg on echocardiogram. So, he started her on Lasix 20 mg three times a week. He has discontinued metoprolol succinate ER 25 mg once a day and she has mild to moderate aortic insufficiency and, just for sake of bradycardia and syncope, her metoprolol is discontinued.
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
