Renee Lezotte has a history of nodular goiter and had been seen in September 2022 when she was found that she had enlarged thyroid gland at 1.5 times normal size.

Previously, she had an ultrasound of her thyroid gland showing small nodules considered stable.

On her visit in the office, there were no major symptoms suggestive of thyroid hormone imbalance although she had some difficulty losing weight.

Examination was stable with the thyroid gland enlarged about 1.5 times normal size.

A repeat ultrasound of her thyroid gland on February 10, 2023 has shown a slightly enlarged thyroid gland with two, stable, nodules in the right and left lobe both measuring less than 1 cm in maximum diameter.

IMPRESSION: Small multinodular goiter with stable bindings and normal thyroid balance with previous TSH of 1.08.

At this point, observation is employed and I have asked her to return for followup in September 2023.
