CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right shoulder pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his right shoulder pain is level of 8 or 9 on the scale of 10 and it is worse upon exertion. The patient has this pain on and off for past few months and it is now progressively getting worse and the patient is not able to raise his arm above the shoulder level. The patient has used over-the-counter pain medications without much relief and lately he is taking ibuprofen 600 mg three times a day with food with no significant relief. The patient also stated that his activities of daily are effective due to the shoulder pain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No edema or calf tenderness.
Right shoulder examination reveals tenderness of the rotator cuff and range of movement is limited in all directions. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.
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
