CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of skin rashes on both the hands, skin growth on the scalp and right flat foot.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed rashes on both the hands after he carried car battery. The patient used soap and water to clean it, but he still has redness, but there are no open wounds and there is no significant itching. The patient never had this problem in the past.
The patient also noticed small lump on the scalp. It is soft with non-bleeding and there is no pain.

The patient stated that he has right flat foot and he has pain in the toe upon walking more than 200-300 steps.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None significant.
ALLERGIES: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single, lives with his mother and he works in a car parts company. The patient denied any alcohol use or substance abuse and no smoking.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals 3-4 mm size soft lump on the scalp without any bleeding or tenderness.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any murmur and it improved after resting.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Both hands have redness of the skin with fine rashes without any open wounds it is not tender.

Right foot examination reveals flat foot and slight deformity of the right big toe. Otherwise, the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
