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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 75-year-old white male that has a history of chronic kidney disease stage IIIB/AI. The patient remains with a creatinine of 1.68 and the estimated GFR is 42. We had the opportunity to repeat the ultrasound of the kidneys in later part of 2022 and small cysts in the left kidney were present. There was no evidence of hyperechogenicity. No evidence of calcification or obstruction. We have been calling polycystic kidney disease, but there is no typical imaging for polycystic kidney disease according to that ultrasound.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. Blood pressure today is 110/82. The patient remains in the same body weight 176 pounds.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is controlled with the administration of statins.

4. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. This patient does not have any evidence of anemia. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
