HISTORY: This is a 65-year-old female here with cough.

The patient states this has been going for the past three or four weeks. She was seen recently for diagnosed with bronchitis, treated with Zithromax, steroids, and Bromfed. She states that she got little better, but she just cannot shake the cough. She states she has a home nebulizer that she usually used when she gets called, but does not have medication for the nebulizer and would like to have some refill.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills or myalgia. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. She denies productive cough. She states that cough is dry. No blood with the cough. She endorses runny nose and nasal congestion. She also reports ear drainage.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 117/87.
Pulse 66.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.
HEENT: Nose, Clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.
RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. There is mild inspiratory and expiratory rate is located diffusely in both lung fields.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to mild obesity. No rebound. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait. No calf swelling. No calf tenderness.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute bronchitis.

2. Cough.

3. Acute rhinitis.

PLAN: Chest x-ray was done today. Chest x-ray was read by the radiologist as follows. No active disease in the chest.

The patient was given prescription for home nebulizer machine albuterol 2.5/3 mL, she will use 3 mL with home nebulizer machine t.i.d. p.r.n. for cough or wheezing. She was given the opportunity to ask questions she states she has none.
