We will obviously get a set of labs on him and do an EKG as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Abdomen.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He takes vitamins.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Nondrinker and nonsmoker. No drug use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: It is an uneventful examination.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 155/74. Pulse 72. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.4. Oxygenation 96%. Current weight 182 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: There is no lower extremity edema. He maintains +5 muscle strength. He has got good capillary refill. No other issues.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today, we will do a blood draw and he will return in a few days for those results.
