MEDICATIONS: Antibiotics does not know the name. He has taken for his finger infection.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies alcohol or drug use. He endorses occasional tobacco use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, obese gentleman.
VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 96%at room air

Blood pressure 153/94
Pulse 65
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.1.

Finger is edematous and erythematous. He has reduced range of motion secondary to pain. Cap refill less than two seconds. Tenderness to palpation. There is an area of fluctuant and redness on medial surface.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. Normal bowel sounds. No visible peristalsis. No tenderness to palpation. No rebound. No guarding.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. He has some discomfort with range of motion with finger.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are grossly normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Surgical clearance.
2. Cellulitis of his finger.
PLAN: Today following tests were done. CBC, CMP, PT/INR, PTT, EKG was done. EKG reveals normal sinus rhythm. No acute changes seen.
The patient was educated on the process. He was advised it once his labs come back and is normal. I will sign his paper work and forward it to the surgeon.
