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1. CC, this is a 7-year-old young man who comes in with lymphadenopathy on the right side of the neck. The patient was diagnosed with positive strep pharyngitis treated with Bicillin and released. Mother was happy with the care.

2. PS, 50-year-old gentleman comes in with a rash on the lower abdomen. CBC, CMP, and urinalysis within normal limits. Treated with Vistaril and prednisone and sent home. He did not answer the phone.
3. BB, 49-year-old gentleman presents with rib pain status post MVA. CBC, CMP, CT of the chest, and CT of the abdomen were negative except for fifth rib fracture on CT of the chest. Treated with Motrin 800 mg. The patient states that he is still in pain, but he appreciated Dr. A’s effort to help him.
4. BL, 53-year-old with cough, congestion, URI, and fever. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis and sinusitis. Treated with Keflex and Solu-Medrol and sent home. The patient was happy with the care received. They felt like Dr. A was caring.

5. BA, is a 14-year-old young lady who presented with cutting on her right hand. The patient was referred to HMR, but before that CBC, CMP, drug screen, and total workup was carried out. Results were all negative. An HMR made an appointment for the patient to come back in two days.
6. PA, 49-year-old gentleman with swollen testicles on the left side. Ultrasound showed epididymitis, hydrocele. The patient also had increased blood pressure, treated with clindamycin and nitroglycerin. Urinalysis was negative. White count was 13000. Chemistry within normal limits. Sent home with doxycycline. Blood pressure had improved somewhat. He was supposed follow up with his primary care physician as well.
7. FW, 69-year-old with neck pain and low back pain. The patient had urinalysis, CT of the lumbar spine, and CT of the C-spine all within normal limits. Already on Norco. Sent home with no medication s. The patient was happy with the care received.
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8. JP,74-year-old gentleman with cough and congestion. Urinalysis, CBC, D-dimer, BMP, chest x-ray, CMP, EKG, and cardiac workup negative. Chest x-ray showed no abnormalities. He was sent home with persistent cough, to follow up with his primary care physician.

9. BF, is a 69-year-old gentleman with hypertension and diabetes, presents with dizziness. Dr. A did a full workup for possible posterior stroke including CBC, CMP, cardiac workup, and CT of the head which were all negative. White count was 13000. The patient was sent home on medications. CONSIDER TREATING THE PATIENT WITH ANTIVERT AND/OR STEROID TO SHORTEN THE SYMPTOMS OF VERTIGO.
10. FA, 25-year-old female with finger swollen after the dog pulled her finger. X-rays were negative. Sent home with sprain.

11. PS, is a 37-year-old male with possible seizure and near syncope. Cardiac workup, CMP, and CT was negative. He was sent home with no medication. Cardiac workup including EKG was negative. The patient did not answer the phone.
12. SP, is a 64-year-old woman with abdominal pain, diagnosed with gallstones after CBC, CMP, CT and drug screens were done. She was home with no medications. Most likely the patient had no further pain. Nevertheless consider treating the patient with Zofran and/or pain medications till the patient able to see her primary care and/or surgeon.
13. OD is a 9-year-old baby with a 2 cm laceration fourth finger closed with a 4-0 Prolene. No complications. Mother was happy with the care.

14. LJ, 15-year-old with sprained ankle. X-rays negative. Treated with conservatively and sent home. Mother was happy with the care received.
15. HL, 25-year-old female presents with headache, was given Norco. The nurses notes indicates worse headache ever. No CT or imaging was done. Consider reading nurses’ notes especially the patient with headache will consider this is the worse headache of their life. The patient did not answer the phone.
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
