HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old little boy. He is here today with continued cough. Symptoms have been ongoing. We actually saw him last Friday. I had put him on Pediapred for steroid and some Keflex twice a day for antibiotic therapy.

Mother maintains that the cough is still consistent, not much improvement. Last Friday, we did not give him a cough medicine as well.

No new symptoms. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. There have not been any high fevers.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is on Keflex now. He has another seven days to go on this medication.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN PRODUCTS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He does not appear to be in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/72. Pulse 104. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 97%. Current weight 103 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. I have seen some improvement in him in the last four days.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today included a flu test and a COVID test, they were both negative today. We did a strep test three days ago and started him on an antibiotic.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute pharyngitis from prior exam three days ago. He maintains medication therapy with Keflex twice a day.
2. Cough. We will give another order of the Pediapred 5 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon on a daily basis for the next seven days, 35 mL.

3. The patient will also get for cough Bromfed DM 7.5 mL p.o. q.i.d. The patient is going to monitor symptoms, make sure he gets plenty of fluids, plenty of rest and then he will return to clinic if not improving.

4. Of special note, his mother was here today with us as well and she tested positive for strep throat.
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
