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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 74-year-old white male that is followed in the clinic because of the presence of CKD stage IV-AIII. In the comprehensive metabolic profile that was done on 04/28/2023, there is evidence of a creatinine of 3.49, which is higher than the prior determination of 3.1 in the past visits. On the other hand, the protein creatinine ratio increased from 3.4 to 5.7 g of protein per gram of creatinine. This is a substantial deterioration of the kidney function and we think that at this point is necessary to prepare the patient for renal replacement therapy. The patient was suggested an appointment with the surgeon. He wants to think about this for about 3 to 4 weeks, which we consider reasonable. There is no evidence of metabolic acidosis, hyperkalemia, and arterial hypertension and the patient is feeling well. For that reason, we are going to do the venous mapping in advance in order to have him ready for a vascular access.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading is 122/73. We are going to continue with the same prescription.

3. Diabetes mellitus. The latest hemoglobin A1c that was done on 04/28/2023 is 6.0. The patient is very compliant, but this could be also related to the deterioration of the kidney function.

4. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. The patient has macular degeneration that is under control by the ophthalmologist that he sees every 10 weeks.

6. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. The patient was explained about renal replacement therapy, modalities of therapy and we answered all the questions that he had and we will continue this dialogue.

We invested 10 minutes of the time reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
