HILL, MEDELYN
Ms. Hill is an 84-year-old woman on hospice currently with neoplasm of the lung. The patient is nonverbal. She sighs and moans in face of pain. She has a KPS score of 50%. She is widowed, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. Her mental status waxes and wanes; at times, nonresponsive; at times, responds to deep stimuli.
The patient’s recent blood work showed anemia; H&H is 7 and 27 consistent with anemia. The patient’s recent CT showed upper lobe mass with mediastinal involvement as well as with bony metastasis. The patient is not a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient with increased liver function tests consistent with most likely metastasis as well with albumin of 2.5 and total protein of 5.2 consistent with protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is expected to do poorly given her current condition or findings on the CT scan and her blood work and expected to die within six months, hence is appropriate for hospice.
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
